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Symphony of the Hills

In the Symphony of the Hlls, the Hill Country offers
fresh proof that lovers of fine music don't have to go to the
big city to find quality entertainment.

The 72-member orchestra, based at Schreiner University
in Kerrville, offers four evening concerts and four Sunday
afternoon performances a year, plus children's concerts and
special events.

Its members are from throughout the region plus the
Austin and San Antonio areas, and are professional musicians
and faculty and advanced music students from the university.

A Grand Symphony Chorus, composed of singers from
churches, the Schreiner University Choir and the Hill
Country Vocal Arts Society, joins the orchestra for two per-
formances annually, and the Rising Stars concerts showcase
three of the top young musicians in the area each year.

Concerts are funded by area music-lovers through ticket
purchases, foundation grants, individual and corporate
donations and program advertising.

Logistical help comes from Schreiner, the city of Kerrville
and the Kerrville Independent School District and area mer-
chants including Culligan and H-E-B.

Concerts attracted such enthusiastic support in the
orchestrass first five years that Thursday evening concerts
were sell-outs, leading the board of directors of the parent
Symphony of the Hills Assn. to vote to double the number
of performances by adding the Sunday afternoon programs.

Led by Conductor and Artistic Director Dr. Jay
Dunnahoo, the orchestra plays in the 820-seat Cailloux
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Center for the Performing Arts in Kerrville. Long-range
goals include concerts in other Hill Country communities
when funding becomes available.

Programs include music for a wide range of tastes: works
by Rachmaninoff, Grofe, Beethoven, Dvorak, Tchaikovsky,
Elgar, Berlin, Gould, Anderson, Prokofieff, Souza, Strauss,
Gershwin, Haydn and both John and Ralph Vaughn
Williams, among many others.

Soloists include well-known professional singers and
instrumentalists.

Vocalists and band and orchestra directors from through-
out the Hill Country sing and conduct the National
Anthem to open each concert.

The childrens’ events, underwritten by foundations and

donations from companies and individuals, are free.

In 2005, the orchestra and the big-band Sentimental
Journey Orchestra commemorated the 60th anniversary of
the end of World War II with three concerts saluting veter-
ans of that conflict as well as all other Hill Country veterans.

The Symphony has commissioned two works by Texas
composer Carold Nunez.

Single tickets are sold at the door for each event, and stu-
dents and their sponsors are admitted free if space is available.

The parent Symphony of the Hills Assn. non-profit status
gives charitable-deduction status to donations of more than
the basic $20 value of each ticket.
